COMPREHENSIVE PLUMBING

This course builds skills in the basic principles and working concepts critical to the plumbing profession.  It covers the history of the trade, safety, use and care of tools, sewage systems, and the New York City plumbing code.  Related mathematics, sciences, blueprint reading, and shop projects are integral components of this course as well.   These are the skills needed for success. Upon successful completion of this course, the student will be qualified for entry-level employment as a plumber's apprentice.
